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The Survey for Sexual Knowledge, Attitudes, and Behavior s of
Studentsin a University of Southern Taiwan

ABSTRACT

Objective  The purpose of this study was to explore the statuses of university
students' sexual knowledge, attitudes, and behaviors and the determinant factors
behind their behaviors.

Method The study adopted a cross-sectional study design, using the questionnaire
from the National Health Council, "The Survey of School Students Sexual
Knowledge, Attitudes, and Behavior in Taiwan " to study students' sexua statues. A
total of 304 effective responses were analyzed.

Results  Thefindings indicate that the students average age was 20.12 yearsold,
there were 34.5 % female students, and 65.5 % male. The correct answer rate was
78.4% in sexual knowledge. The average attitude score was 55.22 points. It means
the sexual attitude tend to be conservative, and the female are more conservative than
the male. A total of 117(38.5%) subjects, the mean age was 17.43 had the sexua
relationship. Only 48 (41%) subjects used contraception on the first sexual, and
35.9% (n=42) was occurred in parents house.

Discussion The degree of sexual knowledge of the results of this female studentsis
higher than the male student, is same with other findings. Moreover, the findings
showed the sexual knowledge and parents education level is no significant correlation.
And the sexual knowledge is no different between grades and religious beliefs.
