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A Study of Using Social Network as
Support on College-level Sexuality/Gender
Education

Abstract

This study mainly reviews the online learning trends in Taiwan and examines
the current status and problems of teaching in sexuality/gender education.
Concerning about the problems in sexuality/gender education, the researchers
construct action strategies and put them into practice. Through continuous
reflections and reconstructive actions, the practical problems have been solved and
the effectiveness of teaching strategies has been accomplished. The research results
showed that a high positive correlation was found between the content of the
teaching materials, the ease of using tools, the learning, and communication of
students through the Internet application. As students gradually participated in the
online-learning community, the degree of active sharing and discussion was also
significantly enhanced. In addition, the activities of watching the media led students
to learn, discuss, and reflect. Based on the research results, the implications of these

findings for Internet-assisted social network learning are discussed and presented.
