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Five Steps in the Life of a Baseball Player

Abstract

Through narrative inquiry, this study retold a narrative consisted of the five steps of
the life of a former baseball player in Taiwan. The researchers spent three months for
data collecting including in-depth interviews, informal interviews, observations,
documents, and researchers’ journals.
